Directory of Caribbean Regional Civil Society Organisations
Objective

To compile and maintain directories of civil society organisations and regional environmental information networks focused on sustainable development within the Insular Caribbean.

Rationale

Civil society organisations have always played a role in community development processes, and the members of such organisations usually participate in several formal and non-formal institutional arrangements.  Since the early 1980s, there has been a significant increase in the number of civil society organisations at the regional and national levels.  Additionally, a number of extra-regional civil society organisations are active in the Caribbean, functioning at both national and regional levels.  Yet there is no clear picture of the scope and impact of the Caribbean civil society sector on Caribbean development.

The Foundation for Development Planning, Inc (http://www.fdpi.org) intends to facilitate a review of the role of the civil society sector in Caribbean development, the first step in the process being this compilation of a Directory of Caribbean Regional Civil Society Organisations.
Definitions
Civil Society: The associations of citizens (outside their families, friends and businesses) entered into voluntarily to advance their interests, ideas and ideologies. The term does not include profit-making activity (the private sector) or governing (the public sector) (UN Panel of Eminent Persons, 2004, p. 13).   The United Nations definition includes organisations such as trade unions, professional associations, social movements, indigenous people’s organisations, religious and spiritual organisations, academe, and public-benefit non-governmental organisations. 

Regional Organisation: An organisation registered in the Caribbean and having experience, working relationships, projects, or providing technical services in several countries within the Wider Caribbean Region.
Caribbean Civil Society Organisation: A civil society organisation that is registered in a Caribbean country, and whose main office is located in a Caribbean country.
Extra-regional or International Civil Society Organisation: A civil society organisation that is registered in a country outside the Caribbean, whose main office is located outside the Caribbean, and who works in countries within and outside the Caribbean.
Regional Program:  A program that is not restricted to a single country or a sub-regional group of countries.
Regional Inter-Governmental Arrangement/Processes:  Arrangements established by formal agreements (such as charters or treaties) between lawful representatives of states (e.g. Caribbean Forum, Association of Caribbean States, Caribbean Environment Programme, Caribbean Community).
Information Network:  Network organized to facilitate information sharing, knowledge management, or technical expertise in support of a specific program.
Instructions for Completing the Form
Submission Format – The form should be completed and submitted in Microsoft WORD format.

Information on Program Areas (Question 8) – Provide the title of the program, not the description.  Thematic focus refers to the type of service provided, target group to which the service is provided, or specific nature of the work conducted by the organisation (e.g. early childhood development, conservation, economic development, poverty alleviation, governance, adult education, gender issues, etc.).
Do not re-format or protect document.
